One of the most common and powerful aspects of ASRC is changing the flight plan route. This used to be cumbersome as we had to get pilots to do the change for us, which many chose to ignore. 

There are a few common change types, which are explained below. 
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Delete everything UP TO an existing point. 
Old FP: "EMI SWANN DAILY PALEO V44 AGARD KORRY2" 
To fix: ".AM RTE ..PALEO" 
New FP: "PALEO V44 AGARD KORRY2" 

The fix you are specifying must exist in the current FP and must be preceded by 2 dots. 

Nuke everything FROM an existing point. 
Old FP: "FAK FALKO BRV SIGBE MOWAT MULRR" 
To fix: ".AM RTE FALKO.." 
New FP: "FAK FALKO" 

The fix you are specifying must exist in the current FP and must be followed by 2 dots. 
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Delete a portion of a plan. 
Old FP: "FAK RIC FALKO BRV" 
To fix: ".AM RTE FAK.FALKO" 
New FP: "FAK FALKO BRV" 

You are basically saying "I want to nuke everything between these two points". 

Had the original plan been " FAK RIC HPW FALKO BRV ", then the same instruction would delete "RIC and HPW" from between FAK and FALKO. 
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Replace a portion of a plan. 
Old FP: "HAFNR GVE RDU MAJIC9" 
To fix: ".AM RTE GVE.LYH.MAJIC9" 
New FP: "HAFNR GVE LYH MAJIC9" 

You are basically saying "I want to replace everything between GVE and MAJIC9 with LYH'". 
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Put fixes on the front of the plan 
Old FP: "GVE LYH MAJIC9" 
To fix: ".AM RTE ..HAFNR.GVE" 
New FP: " HAFNR GVE LYH MAJIC9" 

In this example, you place dot dot followed by the fix or fixes to insert followed by the fix already in the plan. You could of course use this to replace a portion of the flight plan. 
eg. ".AM RTE ..CAPITAL5 GVE LYH MAJIC9" would look in the plan for the first item that already exists, then nuke everything up to it, and replace it with what is to the left of that item in the instruction. 
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To put fixes on the end of a plan. 
Old FP: " PALEO V44 AGARD" 
To fix: ".AM RTE AGARD.ENO.RBV" 
New FP: "PALEO V44 AGARD ENO RBV" 

Basically you are specifying the last fix you want to keep and then putting a dot separated list of items you want to follow it. 
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To replace the whole plan. 
Old FP: "SWANN PALEO AGARD ENO RBV JFK" 
To fix: ".AM RTE .. PALEO.V44.AGARD.ENO.RBV.." 
New FP: " PALEO V44 AGARD ENO RBV " 

Note: The leading 2 dots and trailing 2 dots are not necessary if neither the first or last fix you specify actually exist in the current FP, however if one or both of them do exist then use the double dots to ensure that what you type between them is all that will remain of the flight plan. 


If you find yourself forgetting to type "RTE" then create yourself an alias that does it for you. 
eg: ".AFPR .AM ALT $1" 
You could type ".AFPR <change>" 
(AFPR = Amend Flight Plan Route) 

CAUTION: 
If you mistype any fix then you will NOT get the desired results and will more than likely butcher the plan, so be sure to have ServInfo running [image: image7.png]
